About tasks and measures for ensuring minimal water supply

1.
Discussion on concepts concerning definition of minimal water supply, evaluation of a minimal water quantity daily required by a person and provision of recommendations.
1.1. 
Ministry of Health of RA has submitted a proposal on establishment of 50 liters per capita per day as a minimal standard to meet basic needs, taking into consideration effective standards for water quality.

(According to the World Bank estimates, a minimal standard for water supply per capita per day is 20 liters and more)
2. 
Determination of distance to water source.
2.1. 
According to paragraph 20, chapter 8 of the currently effective Construction 

Norms and Regulations - 02.04.02-84, water source should be available within a 

100 m radius. 

(According to the proposal made by the Ministry of Health of RA, at least one yard tap should be 
available in each private household. According to the World Bank estimates, water source should be available within a 1 km radius.)

3. Definition of obligations of the state and local administration institutions. 

3.1. 
The state should take full responsibility,
3.2. 
The state and a community should share responsibility (e.g. 15% community 
participation, as an option) 
4. Responsibility for operation should be taken by:
4.1.
Water supply company (in case of centralized services provision),

4.2. 
Institutions of local governing (in case of simple systems),

Within a framework of an agreement on implementation of separate special-
purpose 
works, signed between local administration institution and water supply 
company, a water company should be responsible for implementation of works, 
whereas local administration institution should be responsible for supply.
